 A number of Parent Learning Sessions are being planned for the upcoming

 End of semester coming for the high schools which places a focus on 

exams, reporting and scheduling; 

 MyEd support continues specifically for time tabling and scheduling. 

 

 

 FINANCE COMMITTEE 

 

 2015/2016 Funding Update 

 

 The Secretary Treasurer provided an overview of the estimated operating grant 

funding in May 2015 compared to the interim operating grant funding in December 

2015.  He noted that the overall dollar figures are down $26,773 from the estimated 

funding in March and explained the change: 

 

 Special Education Audit from 14/15 $45,800.00 

 Funding protection 98.5% 

 Reduced ($45,113.00) 

 Labour Settlement increase 2,684.00 

 July 2015 increase 15,656.00 

 Total difference explained $26,773.00 

 

 Appointment of Auditors 

 

 The Secretary Treasurer recommended the appointment of McConnell Voelkl as 

auditors for the 2015/2016 school year.  He further recommended that the District 

send the audit out for tender for the 2016/2017 school year.

 Student Trustee Report 

 

 Student Trustee Chhabra reported that the senior band students have a field trip 

scheduled for the last week of May.  He noted that a recent meat sale fund raising 

event generated over $10,000 in sales.  He informed that “We are silent” is taking 

place at Merritt Secondary School describing the initiative as students being silent 

the whole day in support of a cause they are passionate about.  

 

 Student Trustee McCormack reported the grad theme this year will be Hollywood. 

He noted the grad trip will be at Rock Ridge Canyon at Princeton or a cruise and 

dinner in Vancouver.  He reported that a Trades presentation will take place 

tomorrow evening.
